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Performance Package

The Triangle Area Chinese American Society (TACAS), www.nctacas.org, is once again proud to present the Chinese New Year Festival at the NC State Fairgrounds to celebrate the year of the Dragon with the Triangle community.  This will be the 8th festival held in a carnival style format.  TACAS’s Chinese New Year Festival is always a well attended event, and annually, close to 6,000 attendees of both Chinese and non-Chinese heritage enjoy festivities that include 7 hours of stage shows, all-day interactive cultural exhibits, craft shops, and food sales.  
This year’s Festival will be held at NC State Fairgrounds, Exposition Center, in Raleigh.  The event will open to the public from 10:00 AM to 5:00 PM on Saturday, January 28, 2012, with extra set-up and rehearsal time the day before.  The stage shows we are planning this year include vocal, dance, music, folk art, and theatrical performances such as Chinese Lion Dance, Dragon Dance, Ribbon Dance, Japanese Taiko drumming, Korean fan dance, Chinese instruments, Children’s Choir, Youth symphony, Bouncing Bulldogs, Chinese Yo-Yo, and many others. Children’s activities will include face painting, Chinese New Year crafts, and art and essay displays.  We welcome performers, corporate sponsors, exhibitors, craft shops, and food booths.  Note the actual start of Chinese New Year this year will be on Jan 23 2012.  We celebrate afterwards to leverage the availability of the State Fairgrounds so that large crowds can participate over the weekend. 
Publicity for the Festival will go to local daily newspapers, TV stations, public radio, family monthly magazines, Chinese-speaking schools and churches, and public schools.  

Corporate sponsorship helps underwrite the many expenses associated with the promotion and production of the Festival.  We hope that you will take advantage of Chinese New Year sponsorship to get plenty exposure for your business or organization. You may submit multiple performances, and we will do our best to accommodate them all in our program.  In the event that this is not possible, we will contact you regarding your preferences.

We will only have performances on the Main Stage this year – no small stage.
All music is due by January 7.

Rehearsal time will be available on Friday, January 27.  A schedule of availability will be released closer to that date.
